We want you to coach and here are some things
that are important to us:

¢ A coach needs to be a person of good moral character. A coach does not use bad language or be-
little players. WBC would prefer that a coach be a born-again Christian, but it is not necessary
in order to coach. A coach does not have to be a member of WBC.

¢ A coach needs a basic knowledge of basketball. You do not have to be an expert.

¢ A coach needs to attend the pre-season Coach Orientation meeting on Tuesday, November 8,
2011 or on Wednesday, November 9, 2011. Both meetings will begin at 6:30 p.m.

¢ A coach has to referee a game other than his/her own each week or every other week. How often
a coach referees depends on how many coaches/volunteers we have. WBC will use 2-3 volun-
teer coaches at each game.

* A coach has to hold one practice a week during the season (Jan & Feb). You will also need to hold
some practices before the season in November and December.

e A coach needs to be at the games during the season. These are held on Saturdays beginning
January 7, 2012 and ending February 25, 2012.

¢ A coach needs an assistant coach or coaches. WBC will try and find one for you, but it is even
better if you find your own assistant.

¢ A coach needs to attend the end-of-season banquet on Friday, March 2, 2012.
